John R. Broderick, vice president for institutional advancement and 

admissions and chief of staff, was appointed by the Board of Visitors in April 

to serve as acting president of Old Dominion University from July 1, when 

President Roseann Runte stepped down, until the arrival of a permanent 

successor. 

 

Broderick joined ODU in 1993 as director of public information and has 

served as a vice president since 1996. His areas of responsibility include 

admissions, athletics, community relations, governmental relations, licensing, 

marketing, media relations, military affairs, photography, publications, special 

events, student financial aid and the campus Visitor Center.

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Presidential search: Board puts process on hold; Broderick pledges 

to move Old Dominion forward during interim  
 

Following an exhaustive search process in which the credentials of numerous qualified candidates were 

reviewed, the Board of Visitors has decided to temporarily put on hold the search for a president, Rector 

Marc Jacobson announced on Aug. 29. ñThe board was pleased with the candidates forwarded to it by the 

search committee, including the finalists,ò Jacobson noted. ñHowever, due to the high caliber of the final 

candidates, the board had difficulty reaching a consensus on one candidate for the position of president.ò  

John R. Broderick will continue to serve as acting president, he said. 

In a letter to the campus community dated Sept. 2, Broderick pledged to work with university leaders ñto 
move the institution forward.ò  ñIt is important that we demonstrate to all of our constituents that this 

interlude in the presidential search will not in any way reduce our productivity,ò Broderick said. ñOur 

teaching, research and service must carry on at the highest levels.ò 

He listed the following as priorities in the coming months: 

 Completing a careful enrollment management study;  

 Dealing efficiently and intelligently with anticipated reductions in commonwealth general fund 

support;  

 Continuing efforts to improve student learning and retention;  

 Determining what ODUôs future should be in the realm of distance learning;  

 Representing ODU successfully in the forthcoming session of the General Assembly; and  

 Improving relationships and collaboration with neighboring academic and governmental 

institutions.  

As part of his announcement, Jacobson expressed the boardôs ñgratitude and appreciation to the search 

committee on its diligent and conscientious work.ò  He further noted, ñThe board is confident that, under the 
leadership of Mr. Broderick, Old Dominion will maintain its forward trajectory and continued growth in the 

areas of academic excellence, cutting-edge research, funding and reputation.ò

With the involvement of more than 200 faculty, staff and students, Old Dominion has embarked on a 

comprehensive enrollment management study that will look at both academic quality and student body 

growth now and in the coming years. 

 

According to Alice McAdory, who heads the task force as associate vice president for enrollment 

management, the purpose of the undertaking is ñto develop an optimal plan for recruitment, enrollment and 

retention of students while enhancing academic quality and providing excellent student service.ò  
McAdoryôs team will present the first draft of its Strategic Enrollment Management Plan findings to acting 

President John R. Broderick by the end of the fall semester. Broderick commissioned the review of ODUôs 

enrollment strategy ñso a strategic plan for an optimum capacity can be developed.ò  

 

At his State of the University address last month, he noted that many factors help determine enrollment and 

institutional growth. ñOne of those is the resources to address all critical components of supporting students 

properly. This includes faculty to teach classes, staff to advise and counsel students, and facilities to 

accommodate them. While I understand the benefits of growth, I also must pose the $100,000 question: Will 

ODU be a better place in five years if additional growth occurs?ò
